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Overview :

There is no universally accepted definition of return migration. Important challenges are
associated with both defining and measuring the term return migration as well as those who
are classified as returnees. The International Organization for Migration’s (IOM’s) defines the
return migration as “The movement of a person returning to his or her country of origin or
habitual residence usually after spending at least one year in another country. This return may
or may not be voluntary. Return migration includes voluntary repatriation”. Similarly, the
Organization for Economic Cooperation and Development (OECD) defines returning
migrants “as Returning migrants are persons returning to their country of citizenship after
having been international migrants (whether short-term or long- term) in another country and
who are intending to stay in their own country for at least a year.”. This definition embraces
four dimensions: 1) country of origin, 2) place of residence abroad, 3) length of stay in the

host country, and 4) length of stay in the home country after return.

The evidence on the impact of return migration on the economic development of the home
country is relatively under studied, given its importance. Through overseas employment,
migrants increase their income, acquire new skills and accumulate savings and assets. When
migrants return to their country of origin, they represent an inflow to the country of origin of
both financial capital through accumulated overseas savings and human capital through their
newly acquired skills and knowledge from working overseas. Furthermore, returnees bring
back new ideas and norms that could potentially impact their social, economic and political
behaviour. However, the contribution of return migration is far from established and the
literature has been far more concerned about who leaves rather than who returns and their

contribution to the home country.

Our conference seeks to answer the following question : How can return migrants contribute

to the developement of their home countries ?




Aims of the conference :

The aim of the conference is to bring together leading academic scientists and researchers,
members of Government institutions and Algerian return migrants to exchange their
experiences and to share their research results. The conference also intends to detect the new
needs in the field on international migration and to strengthen cooperation between
participants at the same time to reflect about the limits of curent data used to study the return

migration .

Conference Topics :

Topics of interest for submission include but are not limited to :

- The theoretical framework of return migration ( Forms and reasons)
- The reality of return migration in Algeria (data and statistics);

- Return migration and entrepreneurship;

- Return migration and investment (tourism, agricultural sector...);

- International experiences of the impact of return migration on development (Tunisia, China,

Portugal...);

- Prospective and econometric studies of the relationship between the return migration and

economic diversification;
- Return migration and technology transfer;

- International Programs for Temporary Return Migration for Development (TOKTEN,

MIDA, ,..,).




Y Participants guidelines :

- The research should be written under a scientific methodology condition.

- The research must be new and not published before or used for a previous participation in a
scientific manifestation.

- Articles containing qualitative and quantitative studies, will be given priority;

- The article of the research should be written by means of one of the following languages:
Arabic, French or English.

- The research should be sent as a sort of “Word” using the writing style: Sakkal Majalla
taille 14 (references taille 12) for Arabic rewritten researches; and time new roman taille
12 (references taille 10) for the other foreign language written researches; The space
between lines should be with 1.15 cm; and the number of pages must be between 12 to 20
pages maximum.

- The article must be joined to an abstract with the keywords in the language of the article
and another.

- The number of participants not exceeds 3.

- References must be written at the end of the article.
