Concept of law

Meaning 1: The system of rules that a particular country or community
recognizes as regulating the actions of its members, and which it may enforce by
imposing penalties.

Example: "Theft is an act punishable by law."
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Meaning 2: A set of general rules that govern the relationships between
individuals, determining their rights and prerogatives, as well as what is
obligatory, permitted, or prohibited. The law is enforced in a binding manner
through the intervention of public authority, namely the State. This is what
distinguishes a legal rule from a rule of morality or politeness.
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Definition of law

-It is a set of rules that regulate and control the behavior of individuals in society,
and violating them results in a penalty imposed by the public authority in the
state.
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Definition of legal rule

Legal rule: is the foundation of any legal system. It provides guidance and
regulation for individuals, businesses, and governmental bodies, and is essential
for maintaining order, fairness, and justice in society."
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- Legal rules: are a set of principles and regulations that govern the behavior of
individuals, private and public institutions within a legal system; enacted,
adopted, promulgated or applied by any governmental competent authority.
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Impact of legal rules on society

- Legal rules have a significant impact on society, influencing the rights,
responsibilities and relationships of citizens and other entities ,these rules play an

essential role in shaping behaviour, creating a fair system, supporting social
change and encouraging compliance with the law.
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Characteristics of the legal rule:

Social Rule: This refers to the set of behavioral rules that govern the conduct of
individuals within a political community. The source of these rules can be
legislation or any recognized legal source.
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General Rule: This means that it applies to all persons addressed by its
provisions and to all facts that fall within its scope. The rule must be applicable
to anyone who meets its conditions, sooner or later. This means that it is
consistently applicable at all times to every person addressed by it, i.e., who meets
its conditions.
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Abstract Rule: This refers to the abstract nature of a legal rule, which is drafted
without specifying a particular person. It is not created with a predetermined
individual in mind to whom it will apply.
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Sanctioned Rule: This is a rule accompanied by a sanction characterized by an
element of coercion and compulsion, which is imposed in the event of its
violation. This sanction is essential as an effective means to ensure that people
respect the law and behave in accordance with its rules.

A hierarchy between different categories of legal acts and how the relate to each
other; which acts have precedence over other acts and during what circumstances.

Mandatory Rules: These are rules that command or prohibit certain conduct,
such that individuals are not permitted to violate them or agree to anything
contrary to what they stipulate.
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Default Rules: These are rules that regulate the conduct and relationships of
individuals in a certain way, but they may be violated or deviated from by mutual
agreement.

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Procedural or formal legal rules:
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Objective rules:
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Public Law: It regulates the relations to which the state, as the holder of authority
and sovereignty, is a party. It regulates the entity of the state, its governing bodies,
and the relations of this state with other states and with individuals.
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private law: It regulates relations in which the state, in its sovereign capacity, is
not a party. It regulates the relationships of individuals among themselves, or
sometimes regulates their relationships with the state, where the state is willing
to give up its special privileges and place itself in the position of the individuals
themselves, with whom it intends to deal like any normal individual with another.
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Distinction between public and private law
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Public law differs from private law in the nature of the persons each law affects

and the interest it aims to protect. Public law affects all members of society
(natural and legal persons) and defends the public interest. In contrast, private law
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affects natural persons (citizens) or legal persons (associations, bodies, and public
and private institutions) and defends the private interests of these persons. For
example, in the event of a dispute between a public institution and a natural or
legal person from a private institution, the matter i1s decided by public law if it
relates to expropriation for public interest, for instance, whereas it is decided by
private law if it is a dispute arising from a purchase contract or a service
agreement. Furthermore, if a matter, for instance, concerns a crime of theft, the
interest of society as a whole requires the criminalization and punishment of theft
(public law), while on the other hand, it requires the right of the victim to
compensation and to recover the stolen property or its value (private law). When
two neighbors dispute the ownership of a plot of land, for example, the matter is
specific to both of them and does not directly concern society, so the case falls
under the purview of private law.

The official sources of law according to Article 1 of the Algerian Civil Code are:
legislation, the general principles of Islamic Sharia, custom, natural law, and the
rules of equity. Legislation is the primary source in Algeria, with other sources
being applied in the absence of legislation. The unofficial sources of law in
Algeria are judicial precedent and legal doctrine.

-International Treaty: An international treaty is an agreement between states
on a number of subjects of international law. The written agreement reflects a
stable expression of their will to create legal effects governed by international
law. Once ratified by Parliament or the President, the treaty becomes binding.

The Judiciary: The term judiciary refers to the body of legal principles derived
from court judgments as they apply the law to the disputes brought before them
for resolution. In other words, it refers to the rulings that contain legal principles
reached by the judiciary after exercising considered judgment and intellectual
effort, especially in matters where there are no conclusive legal texts and which
are subject to dispute. This latter definition is the one that is relevant for our study
on the sources of law.
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Legal Doctrine: This refers to the body of opinions presented by legal scholars.
Through their writings, they explain or critique legal rules and deduce solutions

in light of their explanations of those rules or their commentaries on judicial
decisions.

The Constitution: This is the set of fundamental rules that define the form of the
state, establish the rules of governance, organize the public authorities within it,
and determine the basic rights and public freedoms of individuals, along with the
guarantees established for their protection.

It first appeared in the 1996 Constitution and ranks higher than ordinary laws.

Presidential and
executive decrees rank at the top of these regulations, with ministerial and joint
ministerial decisions at the lowest rank, followed by decisions issued by officials
of local authorities and other departments. They are of three types:

Law course

Constitutional Law is one of the fundamental disciplines. It studies the basic
rules and principles that govern the establishment of the state, define its pillars,
and distribute public authorities and their competencies while establishing the
relationship between the ruler and the ruled. It also examines the constitution as a
fundamental document that determines the form of the state and its system of
governance, frames public rights and freedoms, and represents the pinnacle of the
hierarchy of legal rules from which all other laws derive their legitimacy.
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Introduction to Constitutional Law

Definition of Constitutional Law: It is the set of fundamental legal rules that
define the system of government in the state, regulate the public authorities and
determine their competencies, and also guarantee the rights and freedoms of
individuals. Constitutional law is considered the supreme law at the top of the
state's legal authority hierarchy, and from it all other laws and legislation derive
their legitimacy and validity.

Sources of Constitutional Law
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Written Constitutions: Written constitutions are formal documents that clearly
define the fundamental principles, structures, and procedures of a government.
They are typically codified in a single comprehensive document, such as the
Algerian Constitution, the United States Constitution, or the German Basic Law.
Written constitutions are considered the highest form of legal authority within a
jurisdiction and provide a clear framework for governance.
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Unwritten Constitutions: Unlike written constitutions, some countries rely on
unwritten or uncodified constitutional principles. These principles are derived
from historical documents, customs, judicial decisions, and conventions. For

example, the United Kingdom operates under an unwritten constitution, which
relies heavily on precedents and traditions.
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Positive Law: Positive law includes the legislation issued by the legislative
authority. While not part of the constitution itself, these laws play a crucial role in
interpreting and applying constitutional provisions. They may address specific
issues not covered by the constitution or provide detailed regulations that
complement constitutional principles.

Judicial Precedent: Judicial decisions, especially those issued by higher courts,
contribute significantly to constitutional law. Judicial precedent, also known as
case law, establishes legal principles by interpreting and applying constitutional
provisions to specific cases. These decisions guide future legal actions and shape
the evolution of constitutional jurisprudence.
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Customary Law: Customary law includes the well-established practices,
traditions, and customs that have evolved over time and are considered binding
within a specific legal system. In some cases, customary law may hold

constitutional significance, particularly in societies where it is recognized as a
source of legal authority.

Constitution : g

A constitution is the fundamental law, the basic law, of a country. The constitution
determines the fundamental political principles of the government, rules of
procedure of that government, rights and obligations of the citizenry and also sets
forth methods to ensure accountability of governmental branches.

Constituentassemblies have sometimes been very
like a Parliament; in fact sometimes a nation's parliament has acted as its
Constituent Assembly (like South Africa), or the Constituent Assembly has had
the functions of Parliament also (like India). The Constituent Assembly exists
only to make the constitution.

State

The term "state" holds a pivotal position in the field of legal studies. Its modern
origin traces back to the Germanic Teutons, who used the term "status". The
Greeks used the term "polis" to denote the city-state, while the Romans called it
"civitas" to signify a sovereign entity. In essence, the state is an institution tasked
with establishing law and order and ensuring the harmonious functioning of
societal relations.
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The Origin of the State

The subject of research regarding the determination of the origin of the state and
the basis of its authority is complex, as an understanding of the circumstances and
factors that led to the emergence of the state simultaneously leads to the
determination of the foundation upon which its authority rests. Furthermore, the
state does not emerge with all its pillars complete until political authority is
established over its territory.

Constitutional law jurists have differed regarding the determination of the state's
origin and the basis of its authority, and their opinions have centered around five
distinct approaches, embodied in: theocratic theories (or those that exploited
religion for political ends), democratic theories, the theory of force, the theory of
familial evolution, and the theory of historical or natural evolution. The following
is a summary of these approaches.

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Definition of the Nation: A nation is an organic social and cultural group
distinguished by linguistic, religious, and historical characteristics, often with an
ethnic dimension, which generates a collective consciousness and identity among
its members. It may or may not align with the territorial
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Elements of the Nation: The nation transcends geographical boundaries, as it
encompasses a social and cultural entity bound by shared historical, cultural, and
ideological ties. The "elements of the nation" embody the fundamental attributes
that establish the collective identity of a society. These elements—shared culture,
shared history, and shared religion—contribute to the formation of a cohesive
national consciousness, influencing the legal and political frameworks within a
specific territory.
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Territory: This is a specific and defined spatial area that represents the
geographical boundaries of the state. It is a portion of the Earth's surface
characterized by human, natural, and economic features that distinguish it from
other regions.

In addition, the Administrative Court of Appeal is also competent to rule on:
-appeals against judgments and orders issued by administrative tribunals.

-Conflicts of jurisdiction between two administrative tribunals under the same
administrative tribunal of appeal,

-the preparation of annual reports on their activities and those of the
administrative tribunals. These reports are sent to the Council of State, which will
use them in preparing the annual report to be submitted to the President of the
Republic.

Council of State: The council of state is a constitutional judicial institution
created by The Algerian Constitution of 1996 , is the highest administrative court
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in Algeria. It reviews administrative decisions and ensures they comply with the
law.

-It is also competent to decide on appeals against judgments and orders rendered
by the administrative tribunals of the city of Algiers, as well as deciding on
appeals in cassation against final judgements handed down by administrative
courts and deciding cases assigned to it under special laws.
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Specialized judicial bodies:

Specialized judicial authorities: Organic Law 22/10 on the judicial organization
stipulated in Chapter Three three specialized judicial authorities, namely the
Criminal Court and the Military Court, in addition to specialized courts such as
specialized commercial courts.
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The Constitutional Court : is the highest body responsible for overseeing the
constitutionality of laws and ensuring adherence to the Algerian Constitution,
established by the 2020 constitutional amendment to replace the previous
Constitutional Council. Its broad powers include reviewing laws and regulations,
overseeing presidential and parliamentary elections, adjudicating constitutional
disputes between state authorities, and interpreting the constitution. The Court is
designed to be an independent and autonomous institution, with measures in place
to protect its members from external pressures and ensure impartiality.
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The Dispute Court: The dispute court is governed by the organic law n° 98/03
of June 3, 1998 relating to the jurisdiction, organization and function of the

dispute court. This court has jurisdiction over resolving conflicts of jurisdiction
between the judicial authorities of the ordinary and administrative judicial order.
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The Criminal Court: The criminal court has jurisdiction over acts committed by
adults and described as a felony and offenses connected thereto.
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The Military Courts: The military has jurisdiction over military crimes
committed by military or civilians personnel, such as abandoning military
obligations. The local jurisdiction is granted to the military court based on the
place of crime and where the accused is being held, or which military unit the
accused is a member of.
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Specialized commercial courts : Specialized commercial courts: are judicial
bodies, or divisions within general courts, that focus on complex commercial
disputes, aiming to provide efficient, expert resolution by using judges with
commercial law experience and specialized procedures ,These courts handle
issues such as bankruptcy, company formation, dissolution, intellectual property,
and high-value business transactions.

The
second chapter deals with the actors in the international community, beginning
with states and then international organizations. The course concludes with the
third chapter, which covers the legal status of newly emerging entities in the
international community, including individuals, liberation movements,
multinational corporations, and others.

Introduction:
The Emergence and Importance of Legal History

Law is a set of binding rules that regulate relationships among individuals within
society, with penalties imposed for violations. Human beings are inherently
social; cooperation is essential to meet various needs and to ensure mutual
protection. As social life developed, conflicts of interest arose, making it
necessary to establish laws to organize these relationships and resolve disputes.

The evolution of law can be divided into four main stages:

- Stage One: The Era of Force and Personal Vengeance: Early humans lived in
small, cohesive groups, where strength determined rights and justice. Disputes
were settled by retaliation or by the authority of the tribal chief.

- Stage Two: The Era of Religious Traditions: As religious beliefs emerged, legal
rules were attributed to the gods and enforced by priests, giving them a sacred
and binding character.

- Stage Three: The Era of Customary Traditions: Over time, customary rules
replaced religious traditions, and the community’s collective will became the
source of law, leading to the rise of democratic principles.

- Stage Four: The Era of Written Law: With the advent of writing, societies
began to record their laws, which facilitated their dissemination and development.

Understanding contemporary legal systems requires knowledge of their historical
origins and evolution. Legal history enables judges and legislators to interpret
legal texts accurately, understand their objectives, and distinguish between
outdated and enduring legal principles. Unlike experimental sciences, law cannot
be tested on people and societies; thus, historical study provides essential insights
and precedents.
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The Babylonian and Assyrian Legal Systems :Mesopotamia, the land between
the Tigris and Euphrates rivers (modern-day Iraq), is recognized as the cradle of
civilization and the birthplace of the world’s earliest legal systems. Ancient states
such as Sumer, Akkad, Babylon, and Assyria flourished here, each contributing
to the evolution of law.
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Major Legal Codes
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- The Code of Ur-Nammu (c. 2111 BCE): The oldest known written legal code,
including a preamble and 31 articles addressing marriage, divorce, crimes, and
legal procedures. It often prescribed compensation (blood money) for bodily
harm, rather than retributive punishments.

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- The Code of Lipit-Ishtar (c. 1930 BCE): Issued by King Lipitlshtar of Isin,
this code contained a preamble, 39 articles, and a conclusion. It covered land
leases, inheritance, marriage, and economic matters, reflecting a more complex
and organized society.
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- The Code of Eshnunna (c. 1750 BCE): Predating Hammurabi’s code, it
addressed contracts, property, labor, family, and criminal law. It introduced social

distinctions among free men, dependents, and slaves.
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- The Code of Hammurabi (c. 1694 BCE): The most famous and complete
ancient code, issued by King Hammurabi of Babylon. It consists of a prologue,
282 articles, and an epilogue.

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The Ancient Egyptian Legal System :Ancient Egypt, with its long and
continuous civilization along the Nile Valley, developed one of the earliest and
most influential legal systems in human history. Egyptian law evolved over
several millennia, from the Old Kingdom through the Middle and New
Kingdoms, and into the Greco-Roman period.
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Sources of Egyptian Law

- Divine Authority: Law was believed to originate from the gods, particularly
Ma’at, the goddess of truth, justice, and cosmic order. The pharaoh was
considered the earthly representative of the gods and the ultimate source of legal
authority.

- Royal Decrees and Edicts: The pharaoh issued laws, decrees, and administrative
orders that had the force of law.

- Custom and Tradition: Many legal rules were based on longstanding customs
and social practices, which were respected and enforced by the community.
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Main Features of Egyptian Law:

- Justice and Equity: The concept of Ma’at emphasized justice, fairness, and
social harmony. The legal system aimed to protect the weak, ensure social order,
and resolve disputes peacefully.

- Written and Oral Law: While some laws were written (on papyri, stelae, and
temple walls), much of Egyptian law was transmitted orally and applied by judges
based on precedent and custom.

- Family and Property Law: Egyptian law regulated marriage, divorce,
inheritance, and property rights. Women enjoyed relatively high legal status, with
rights to own, inherit, and manage property.

- Criminal Law: Crimes such as theft, assault, and murder were punished
according to their severity.

The Roman Legal System : Ancient Rome developed one of the most influential
legal systems in history, forming the foundation for much of Western law. Roman

law evolved over more than a millennium, from the early monarchy and republic
through the imperial period.
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Sources and Development of Roman Law

- Custom and Tradition: Early Roman law was based on unwritten customs
(mos maiorum) passed down through generations.

- The Law of the Twelve Tables (c. 450 BCE): The first codification of Roman
law, publicly displayed and accessible to all citizens. It covered civil, criminal,
and procedural matters.
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- Praetorian Edicts: Magistrates called praetors issued edicts to adapt the law to
new circumstances, contributing to the flexibility and development of Roman
law.

- Legislation and Imperial Decrees: Laws were enacted by popular assemblies
during the Republic and later by imperial decree during the Empire.

- Jurisprudence: Roman jurists (legal scholars) played a crucial role in
interpreting and developing legal principles, especially during the classical
period.
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-Main Features of Roman Law:

- Civil Law (Ius Civile): Applied to Roman citizens, regulating property,
contracts, family, inheritance, and obligations.

- Law of Nations (Ius Gentium): Developed to govern relations with foreigners
and between people of different nationalities; it introduced universal legal
principles that influenced later international law.

- Natural Law (Ius Naturale): The idea that certain rights and principles are
inherent to all humans by nature, influencing later philosophical and legal
thought.
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- Legal Procedures: Roman law established detailed procedures for litigation,
including written pleadings, evidence, and appeals.

- Legal Persons: The concept of legal personality allowed entities such as

corporations and associations to have rights and obligations.
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-Legal Institutions and Administration:

1-The Indian Legal System (Manu’s Code) :The Indian subcontinent
developed a unique and influential legal tradition, with the "Laws of Manu"
(Manu Smriti) being the most prominent ancient code. Dating back to around the
2nd century BCE, Manu’s Code became a foundational text for Hindu law.

- Manu’s Code consists of over two thousand articles that regulate family,
inheritance, property, contracts, and criminal matters.
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- The code is based on the caste (varna) system, specifying the rights and duties
of each social class.

- Religious and customary rules are central, with Brahmins (priests) holding the
highest status.

- Punishments and rights often varied by caste, and the code emphasized ritual
purity and social order.

Manu’s Code shaped Indian society for centuries, reinforcing the caste hierarchy
and influencing later legal developments in India
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2-The Chinese Legal System (Han Dynasty and Confucian Influence)

:Ancient China’s legal system evolved through various dynasties, with
significant

contributions from the Han Dynasty (206 BCE — 220 CE) and the teachings of
Confucius.

- Chinese law combined written statutes (especially criminal and administrative
codes) with Confucian ethical principles.

- The emperor was the supreme lawgiver, assisted by a bureaucracy of scholars
and officials.
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- The legal system emphasized social harmony, respect for hierarchy, and the
importance of family.

- Punishments could be severe (exile, forced labor), but there was also a focus on
moral education and rehabilitation.

Chinese legal traditions promoted strong central authority and social stability,
influencing neighboring East Asian legal systems and leaving a legacy visible in
modern Chinese law.
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Major Legal Systems in the Contemporary World

Nowadays, the existing legal systems of the World are: The civil law system; The
common law system; and The islamic law system.
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The Civil Law System

The civil law system is the oldest system in the world and the most influential on
the other law systems. It finds its roots in the Roman law, which was the product
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of a brilliant civilization extending from the Mediterranean to the north sea and
from Byzantium to Britannia.

The Civil Law System is characterized by the compilation of legal principles into
scientifically arranged codes issued by the legislative authority. It such a system,
the role of the courts is limited, theoretically at least, to apply the law provisions
as embodied in the codes, whenever they are presented with a case by the
opposing parties.

France is considered as the cradle of the civil law system. The countries, which
apply the civil legal system, include the countries of continental Europe, countries
of Latin America and those of the Middle East, such as Turkey, Jordan and
Lebanon.
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The Common Law System

England is the birthplace of common law system. The main feature of English
law 1s that it is largely case law or, more precisely, a Judge-made law. That is, the
bulk of the common law and equity has not been enacted by the parliament, but
has been developed through the centuries by the judge applying established or
customary rules of law to new situations and cases as they arise.

Unlike the position in civil law countries, the major part of the common law is
the product of judges. It is case law. i.e. a Judge-made law. In other words,
judicial precedents constitute a separate source of law and have an independent
authority of their own in common law countries, whilst they are considered as
evidence of what the law is in civil law countries.

It is worth mentioning, here. That the common law system is found today in
almost all the English-speaking countries. From the British Isles. Where it
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originated. The common law system was transferred by British settlers to their
settlements in the United States of America, Australia, Canada, New Zealand,
Pakistan, India, Nigeria and South Africa.
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The Islamic Law System

Islamic law is called "Shari'a", which is a derivative of an Arabic root word
"Track", "road" or "path" and means that this law constitutes a divinely ordained
path of conduct that guides the Muslim towards the fulfilment of his, or her,
religious conviction in the life and reward from his or her Creator in the life
hereafter. The rules of "Shari'a" not only cover religious rhetoric worships and

practices, e.g. prayer and fasting, and matters of family law, e.g.

marriage, divorce, etc. but also they cover legal transactions and areas of civil
law, e.g. the validity of contracts, the principles of property law, etc. In some
Islamic States, such Saudi Arabic and Iran, "Shari'a" actually makes up mostly
the whole part of the legal system of the State. And the vast majority of Muslims
are still governed by Islamic law in family matters.
